All rules and regulations referred to herein are made a part of the
conditions under which entries are accepted and permits granted for
exhibits and concessions.

The Management reserves the right to interpret, amend or add to its rules and
regulations.

Persons violating general or special rules, or engaging in personal miscon-
duct shall be subject to such penalty as the management may impose including
forfeiture of all privileges and premiums.

The management encourages the reporting of mistreatment or extortion by
concessionaires and any discourtesy or irregularity of its employees. Violation
of local, State or Federal laws, should be reported promptly to the Police
Department.

Dogs, whether on leash or not, are prohibited on the grounds.

EXHIBITS AND EXHIBITORS

Read carefully all rules pertaining to each department.

Applications for entries of Livestock, Poultry, Pigeons and Small Stock must
be made on forms furnished by the Society in accordance with instructions and
rules of the premium list.

Right is reserved to close entries before specified closing date. Entries cannot
be changed after closing date. NO REFUNDS.

Entries must be made in the name of a bona fide owner. Violation of this rule
shall work a forfeiture of premiums.

All livestock entries (except steers) must be registered with their National
Breed Association. Hereford cattle must be in the American
Polled Hereford Association Record and or The American Hereford Assoc. All
animals must have a clearly legible tattoo identification and such identity must
conform to the tattoo recorded on the official registry certificates.

All exhibits must be delivered and removed at time indicated by rules of
each department.

Exhibits must be displayed in manner requested by Department
Superintendents.

Entered exhibits may not be withdrawn. Premium cards and ribbons must be dis-
played during the duration of the Fair. Failure to do so will cause forfeiture of awards.

The posting and distribution of advertising matter is strictly prohibited other
than in or from space occupied by exhibitor.

The Management assumes no responsibility for loss or damage to stock or
exhibits from any cause.

The Management will take every precaution to protect the safety of stock or
articles entered or shown after their arrival and placement; but under no circum-
stances will it be responsible for any loss, injury or damage done to, or occa-
sioned by, or arising from any animal or article on exhibition, and the exhibitor
shall indemnify the York County Agricultural Society for any and all damages.

The Society reserves the right to withhold awards where its rules and regula-
tions are not complied with, where fraud or deception has been practiced, or
where the exhibit does not merit an award. Fair reserves the right to reject or
disqualify any entry. In all cases, the decision of the management shall be final.

False representation, interference or ungentlemanly conduct by an exhibitor
or his agent will be dealt with by the manager in charge of the departments
wherein the exhibit is entered.

Section 3: Pennsylvania Cattle:

Requirements:

1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued after May 1, 2011
is required.

2. All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases.

3. An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-
Patient Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and
must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition.

4. Individual official animal identification is required. Official ID
includes:

m A USDA-issued metal eartag; or

= A breed registration tattoo if the tattoo is legible and the animal is
accompanied by a copy of the registration certificate; or

= A breed registration eartag if the animal is accompanied by a copy
of the registration certificate; or

= An ISO-compliant 15-digit eartag (including RFID).

5. A current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is
required for animals 3 months of age and older (market cattle are exempt
from this vaccination requirement). All vaccine label directions must be
followed, and all rabies vaccinated cattle must be accompanied by a rabies
vaccination certificate or the vaccination information must be included on
the CVI. If a rabies vaccination certificate is provided, the certificate must
contain legible name and contact information of the veterinarian who
administered the vaccine and the veterinarian’s signature. A copy of the
rabies vaccination certificate is acceptable.

Section 4: Out of State Cattle:
Requirements:
1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued within the 60 days
prior to the opening date of the exhibition is required. The CVI shall
include a statement verifying that “all animals identified on this certifi-
cate of veterinary inspection have been examined and found to be free
from Vesicular Stomatitis (VS). During the past 90 days, these animals
have neither been exposed to VS nor located within 10 miles of a site
where VS has been diagnosed.”
2. All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases and a
statement of this is required on the CVI (the statement is pre-printed
on the CVI).
3. An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-
Patient Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and
must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition.
4. Individual official animal identification is required. Official ID
includes:
= A USDA-issued metal eartag; or
m A breed registration tattoo if the tattoo is legible and the animal is
accompanied by a copy of the registration certificate; or

m A breed registration eartag if the animal is accompanied by a copy
of the registration certificate; or

= An ISO-compliant 15-digit eartag (including RFID).

5. A current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is
required for animals 3 months of age and older (market cattle are
exempt from this vaccination requirement). All vaccine label direc-
tions must be followed, and all rabies vaccinated cattle must be
accompanied by a rabies vaccination certificate or the vaccination
information must be included on the CVI. If a rabies vaccination cer-
tificate is provided, the certificate must contain legible name and con-
tact information of the veterinarian who administered the vaccine and
the veterinarian’s signature. A copy of the original rabies vaccination
certificate is acceptable.

6. Testing: Brucellosis Requirements:
= No test is required for exhibition animals which originate from a

Brucellosis-free state or are members of a Certified Brucellosis-
free Herd.
Test eligible animals (unvaccinated animals over 8 months (269
days of age) and all animals over 14 months (449 days of age)
originating from Brucellosis Class A, B and C states shall be
Brucellosis test negative within 60 days of the opening date of the
show. The negative test results and date of test must be included on
the CVI or the animal must be accompanied by a negative labora-
tory test report (a copy of the original lab report is acceptable).
= An approved laboratory in the state of origin or Canada shall conduct
an official blood test for brucellosis, and the imported test-eligible
animals shall be negative to one of the following approved tests:
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o Buffered Acid Plate Antigen Test (BAPA).
o Standard Tube Agglutination Test. The imported animals shall
be negative in the 1:50 dilution.
o Official Card Test.
7. Testing: Tuberculosis Requirements:
= No test is required for exhibition animals originating from
“Accredited Free” states or zones.
= All animals originating from states or zones designated “Modified
Accredited Advanced” must be test negative within the 60 days
prior to the date of importation. The negative test results and date
of test must be included on the CVI or the animal must be accom-
panied by a negative test report (a copy of the original report is
acceptable).
All animals originating from states or zones designed “Modified
Accredited” must originate from herds in which all animals 12
months of age and older are test negative within the 12 months
prior to the date of importation; and the animals to be imported are
test negative within the 60 days prior to the date of importation and
at least 60 days after the negative whole herd test. The negative
test results and date of test must be included on the CVT or the ani-
mal must be accompanied by a negative test report (a copy of the
original test report is acceptable).

Section 16: Pennsylvania Sheep:
Requirements:

1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued after May 1, 2011
is required.

2. All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases and a
statement of this is required on the CVI.

3. An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-
Patient Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and
must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition.

4. Individual official USDA scrapie animal identification is required.
Official scrapie ID includes:

= An official USDA scrapie eartag. Contact the USDA to obtain
scrapie eartags at 1-866-873-2824, weekdays from 9 AM to 5 PM.
Your order may take several weeks for processing, so order tags
early; or

s A USDA-approved custom scrapie eartag; or

s A USDA-approved scrapie tattoo with individual animal ID (tat-
t00); or

= An ISO-compliant 15-digit eartag (including RFID).

5. A current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is
required for animals 3 months of age and older (market sheep are
exempt from this vaccination requirement). All vaccine label direc-
tions must be followed, and all rabies vaccinated sheep must be
accompanied by a rabies vaccination certificate or the vaccination
information must be included on the CVI.

Patient Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and
must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition.

4. Individual animal ID is required. ID options include the following:

m A form of official ID, including:
o A herd tattoo in combination with an ear notch; or
o A USDA-issued metal eartag; or
o An ISO-compliant 15-digit eartag (including RFID).

or
= A plastic stamped eartag.

Section 19: Out of State Swine:
Requirements:

1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued within the 30 days
prior to the opening date of the exhibition is required. The CVI shall
include a statement verifying that the swine have not been fed raw
garbage and that “all animals identified on this certificate of veteri-
nary inspection have been examined and found to be free from
Vesicular Stomatitis (VS). During the past 90 days, these animals
have neither been exposed to VS nor located within 10 miles of a site
where VS has been diagnosed.”

2. All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases and a
statement of this is required on the CVI (the statement is pre-printed
on the CVI).

3. An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-
Patient Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and
must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition.

4. Individual official animal identification is required. Official ID
includes:

m A herd tattoo in combination with an ear notch; or

m A USDA-issued metal eartag; or

= An ISO-compliant 15-digit eartag (including RFID).

5. Brucellosis Testing Requirements:

m No brucellosis test is required if the animal originates from a
Validated Brucellosis-Free Herd. If from a Validated Herd, the
herd number and date of last test must be included on the CVI.

= If not originating from a Validated Herd, out of state swine must
be negative to a brucellosis test within the 30 days prior to the
opening date of the exhibition, and the negative results and date of
test must be included on the CVI or the animal must be accompa-
nied by a negative laboratory test report (a copy of the original lab
report is acceptable).

6. Pseudorabies Testing Requirements:
= No pseudorabies test is required if the animal originates from a

Qualified Pseudorabies-negative Herd. A Qualified Pseudorabies-
negative Herd shall not be construed to mean every swine herd
from a Stage V state, but only those herds in compliance with indi-
vidual herd testing plans. If from a Qualified Herd, the herd num-
ber and date of last test must be included on the CVI.
If not originating from a Qualified Herd, out of state swine must be
negative to a pseudorabies test within the 30 days prior to the
opening date of the exhibition, and the negative results and date of
test must be included on the CVI or the animal must be accompa-
nied by a negative laboratory test report (a copy of the original lab
report is acceptable).
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Section 10: Pennsylvania Goats:

Requirements:

1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued after May 1, 2011
is required.

2. All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases.

3. An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-Client-
Patient Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each animal, and must
be presented upon arrival at the exhibition.

4. Individual official animal identification is required. Official ID includes:

m An official USDA scrapie eartag. Contact the USDA to obtain
scrapie eartags at 1-866-873-2824, weekdays from 9 AM to
5 PM. Your order may take several weeks for processing, so order
tags early; or
= An ISO-compliant 15-digit eartag (including RFID); or
A USDA-approved custom scrapie eartag; or
A USDA-approved scrapie tattoo. Goats with an official scrapie
tattoo must also have a unique individual animal ID (tattoo) to
meet the scrapie ID requirement; or
m Goats having a breed registration tattoo and accompanied by a
registration certificate are exempt from the scrapie ID requirement
if the tattoo is legible and a registration certificate (copy accept-
able) or a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection which lists the tat-
too and registry accompanies the animal at all times during trans-
port from the premises of birth.

Section 11: Out of State Goats:
Requirements:

1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued within the 60
days prior to the opening date of the exhibition is required. The CVI
shall include a statement verifying that “all animals identified on this
certificate of veterinary inspection have been examined and found to
be free from Vesicular Stomatitis (VS). During the past 90 days,
these animals have neither been exposed to VS nor located within 10
miles of a site where VS has been diagnosed.” All animals must be
free of infectious and contagious diseases and a statement of this is
required on the CVI (the statement is pre-printed on the CVI).

2. An Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of Veterinarian-
Client-Patient Relationship (VCPR) form must accompany each ani-
mal, and must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition.

3. Individual official animal identification is required. Official ID
includes:
= An official USDA scrapie eartag. Contact the USDA to obtain

scrapie eartags at 1-866-873-2824, weekdays from 9 AM to
5 PM. Your order may take several weeks for processing, so order
tags early; or
m An ISO-compliant 15-digit eartag (including RFID); or
A USDA-approved custom scrapie eartag; or
m A USDA-approved scrapie tattoo. Goats with an official scrapie
tattoo must also have a unique individual animal ID (tattoo) to
meet the scrapie ID requirement; or
= Goats having a breed registration tattoo and accompanied by a
registration certificate are exempt from the scrapie ID requirement
if the tattoo is legible and a registration certificate (copy accept-
able) or a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection which lists the tat-
too and registry accompanies the animal at all times during trans-
port from the premises of birth.

4. Testing requirements: Tuberculosis:

m No test is required for animals originating from “Accredited Free”

states or zones.

= All animals originating from states or zones designated “Modified
Accredited Advanced” must be test negative within the 60 days
prior to the date of importation. The negative test results and date
of test must be included on the CVT or the animal must be accom-
panied by a negative test report (a copy of the original report is
acceptable).
All animals originating from states or zones designed “Modified
Accredited” must originate from herds in which all animals 12
months of age and older are test negative within the 12 months
prior to the date of importation; and the animals to be imported
have also tested negative within the 60 days prior to the date of
importation and at least 60 days after the negative whole herd test
was completed. The negative test results and date of test must be
included on the CVI or the animal must be accompanied by a neg-
ative test report (a copy of the original test report is acceptable).
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GUIDELINES FOR CARE OF ANIMALS

1. It is the responsibility of each exhibitor to care for animals in a
manner that is responsible and ethical. Following are some guide-
lines for the treatment of animals exhibited at the show.

a. Restraining Animals
i. Animals should be tied or penned in a manner that will not hurt

the animal or restrict its breathing in any way.

ii. Animals should be tied so that all four feet are firmly on the
ground and they have enough room to stand comfortably and lie
down.

iii. Animals should be tied so that they are not able to injure ani-
mals tied near them.

iv. Animals unaccustomed to each other should not be penned
together.

b. Handling - Any type of rough handling which could harm the
animals is prohibited. The use of whips, canes, and show sticks
should be restricted to showing only and then be used only to
guide the animals, not punish them. Remember, animals will
respond quicker and better to quiet, gentle handling, than loud,
rough handling.

c. Bedding - All animals should have bedding that is dry and clean.
Pens should be cleaned regularly to keep the animals clean and
comfortable. If non-traditional bedding such as carpeting is used,
it should be regularly cleaned (at least twice daily) to keep the pen
free from manure.

d. Feeding & Water - Animals should be well fed and have access
to clean water regularly. Realizing that many market animals
must have restricted amounts of feed to maintain the proper
weight, animals must be fed adequate amounts of feed to meet the
animal’s basic requirements. Animals not allowed reasonable
access to feed and water will be disqualified from the show.

e. Transportation - Animals should be transported in a way that is
both safe and considerate of the animal’s well-being.

f. Blanket/Sweat Collars - Any type of material such as blankets or
sweat collars should be large enough to permit normal body func-
tions such as breathing, eating, drinking or lying down.

g. Health - It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to provide proper
health care for their animals through routine inspection and con-
sultation with health care professionals. The improper or illegal
use of drugs or antibiotics is prohibited. If medication is indicated,
be sure to follow the label directions and allow more than the stat-
ed withdrawal time.
